From 16-week pre-
employment programs delivered across Canada, funded by the Government of Canada’s Women Employment Readiness Pilot 
Program, to 30-hour workshops delivered with trusted partners to introduce foundational welding skills and employment in the 
trade, Women of Steel™ is a great opportunity for eligible students to prepare for their future career. Depending on the program, 
students can earn up to 8 CWB qualifications, recognized by employers across North America. 

Awards & Bursaries: 

The CWB Foundation also provides awards and bursaries to reduce financial barriers for students interested in exploring 
a welding-related career. Opportunities are provided throughout the year for students to apply and continue into 
apprenticeships, post-secondary studies, and employment.
